Mrs. Eastman’s AP Biology Summer Work: 2009

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Get a text-book from Mrs. Eastman before summer vacation.  

a. The textbook we will be using is: “Biology” 6th edition by Campbell and Reece.  Take good care of this book so that you are not charged for damage at the end of the year.  Make sure you have a copy of the CD-ROM included in the back cover of your book.  This is an EXCELLENT resource to use for further explanations of topics and quizzes, etc.  
2. Register & familiarize with the on-line text-book and AP central. 
a. This way you won’t have to lug your book around on all your travels this summer (to the states, to the beach, etc).
b. Register for the on-line text book and resources by following these directions: 
i. Register at http://www.phschool.com/access/  (OR CLICK On link underneath the picture of your textbook)
ii. Click on "Covered Title," then click on "Campbell, Biology 5e/6e" and then click on the green text book. 
iii. Choose Student Registration
iv. Click I Accept at the bottom of the License Agreement page 
v.  Access Information -  Enter or Create your username & password;  Enter  the appropriate access code below:

vi.  Account Information - complete or verify your  name & school  information: Just put "Okinawa, Japan" for city and "California" for state**
c. Check out AP Central website.  (Mrs. Eastman will quiz you on it when you get back!)

3. Get materials needed for class: (DUE: 8/31)
a. Lab journal [Japanese notebook or composition](required)

b. Index cards (required) w/ ring
c. White board markers [1 – 2](required) 
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Japanese journal for notes (recommended)

e. Binder with pockets and clear front for bio only (recommended)

f. Calculator (TI – 87 type) (recommended)

4. Take your OWN notes on Unit 1: The Chemistry of Life, chapters 2 – 6. (recommended)
a. IF you are familiar with Cornell OR Power notes, I HIGHLY encourage those…typed notes are also acceptable. 
b. Remember, working with a partner and/or using the internet/book is encouraged, but when you are choosing the words that go on your paper, it must be your own work.  Failure to follow this will result in zeros for BOTH parties involved. 
5. Make a worksheet for EACH chapter of unit 1. (DUE: 8/23)
a. Be creative. We will use the worksheets to review for our first unit test when we get back to school in the fall. Think of what helps YOU learn the material and create a worksheet based on that.  REMEMBER to do your own work.
b. Examples include but are not limited to: creating a Venn diagram, fill in the blank, free response, crossword puzzles, completing a table, etc.  Remember to look at the “Summary of Key Concepts” at then end of each chapter.  THESE are the most important concepts, so make sure your worksheets hit these ideas. 
c. Your 5 worksheets/handouts MUST be uploaded to Mrs. Eastman’s SharePoint site no later than (NLT) August 23rd.  Look for the “turn-in” folder on the left side of the AP Bio webpage (please make sure to upload it to the correct folder). If you are new to this school, and do not have access to Mrs. E’s website, just hand them in with no penalty on the first day of class. 
6. Define each of the bold vocabulary words discussed in Unit 1. (DUE: 8/31)
a. Using 3x5 index cards, write the bold-faced term on one side.  On the back side you must have the definition AND either a picture illustrating the definition OR a sentence describing the word in your OWN words. 
b. We will make vocab cards for EVERY unit we do.  Completion of these will be graded, SO stock up on index cards and look into buying a ring so that you can hole-punch a corner and keep them all together.
